STREET LAMP
Sitting the other day in front of the village hall my eyes were drawn to the direction sign in the corner of the Bridgeview garden.  I dare say that most of you pass it by without a second glance.  Next time you go by, just pause and give it another look – it is not simply a sign to tell you where to go, the stem is far too ornate for that.
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You are looking, dear reader, at the last remnant of Kemnay's earliest street lighting, predating the advent of electricity to the village around 1937 by a number of years.  Kemnay's original night time illuminations were by gas – acetylene.  There were seven of them stretching from Finnercy to near the quarry and what you see at Bridgeview is the sole remaining evidence of them.
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The tops were quite ornate and, after the lights became obsolete, were stored in a corrugated iron shed situated near where the entrance to the bowling Club House now is.  They disappeared when the shed was demolished sometime around the 1970s and reappeared recently in Inverurie looking very much the worse for wear.
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
