FUNDING OF DEVELOPMENTS, PART 2.
Last month we started looking at how George Burnett acquired money to fund his business projects as also his lifestyle.  The interest on the money he borrowed was usually paid at the two main terms (Martinmas – November and Whitsun – May). Despite the fact that 28th November was regarded as term day, settlement seems to have taken place around 20th December. Similarly settlement for Whitsun was made around 20th June.
£5 sterling was paid to Mr James Howe, minister at Newhills on 20th June 1766 (per Thomas Mosman, advocate at Aberdeen) as one year's interest at 5½% on a loan of 2000 merks.

£9 sterling was paid to Robert Cordiner at Peterhead on 19th June 1766 (again per Thomas Mosman) as one year's interest on a loan of £200 sterling.

£9 was paid to Alexander Mcloud, formerly of East India Company and then feur and resident in Fraserburgh, on 12th July 1766 as one year's interest on a loan of £200 granted on 22nd June 1763.
£2 14s was paid to Kathrin Hay, widow of Georg Hay, sometime parson of Rathven as one year's interest on a loan of £60 sterling granted on 27th June 1757. 

£20 was paid to Alexander Innes of Breda on 1st July 1766 as two year's interest on a loan of £200.
£10 was paid to George Shand, merchant in Aberdeen on 20th June 1766 as two year's interest on a loan of £100.
£5 was paid to William Moir in Clinterty on 23rd June 1766 as one year's interest on a loan of 2000 merks.
£28 14s was paid to Mrs Elizabeth Jameson, widow and executrix of the late James Petrie, advocate in Aberdeen, as two year's interest on a loan of £287 granted by the late James Petrie on 26th June 1762 and to which the said Elizabeth Jameson acquired right as from 26th June 1764.

200 merks were paid to Mr John Maxwell, minister at Newmachar on 20th June 1766 (per Thomas Mosman) as two year's interest on a loan of 2000 merks granted by the said Maxwell on 25th June 1761.

£10 was paid to Robert Kilgour at Peterhead on 20th December 1766 as one year's interest on a loan of £200.
