ALEXANDER WHYTE
In loving memory of ANNABELLA wife of ALEXANDER WHYTE died 27th September 1904 aged 60 years, the said ALEXANDER WHYTE died 20th March 1924 aged 80 years, ELIZABETH WATT died 29th August 1924.

Kemnay Old Parish Register: Alexander Whyte, son of James Whyte and Sophia Morgan was born 2nd Feb bap. 12th Feb 1844 witnesses James Lawie [?] and John Clark.  Marriage Register, Kemnay 1 July 1870.  Alexander Whyte, aged 26, son of John Whyte, hotel keeper and Sophia Morgan, domestic servant married Annabella Thom, aged 25, daughter of Alexander Thom, feuar and Ann Wishart ms Strath.  In 1851 Alexander Whyte was staying at Craigearn with his granny and in 1861 he was staying with his aunt Mary at Craigearn where he was said to be a farm servant.  By 1871 he and his wife Annabella were staying at Thain's House with their four year old son Alexander and his occupation is given as journeyman mason.  In 1879 he took a building lease on a piece of ground on what is now Victoria Terrace and built a house, naming it after his wife, Bellaville Cottage.  It is now known as Park View.

Annabella died on 27th September 1904 and on 22nd December 1908 at 108 Leadside Road Aberdeen Alexander married Elizabeth Watt, spinster, aged 55 years of Ovington Street, Cadogan Square Chelsea London SW.  Rev Walter Forrest, Free Church Minister at Kemnay, officiated at the service.

Alexander Whyte was appointed Inspector of Poor and Collector of Poor and other Rates at a meeting of the Parochial Board of Kemnay on 12th July 1875.  He was also Clerk to the School Board and the School Management Committee, which followed the School Board.  He built an addition on to the side of his house wherein were held meetings of the various bodies with which he was involved.  This became known as 'The Office' and is situated on the end farthest from the school.
The School Log of 20th March 1924 reports: Mr Whyte who has been for well nigh fifty years School Board Clerk and Clerk to the School Management Committee died this forenoon in his eighty second year.
Alexander, or Sandy as he was more commonly known locally, also ran the post office in the village for some years. One sometimes comes across a picture post card with the name ‘Alexander Whyte, Kemnay’ printed on the front of it. These post cards would date from the first quarter of the 20th century.
